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Experimental: A prospective author wishing to present a paper at the JSMME’06 must submit a one-page abstract prepared in an appropriate format. The program committee will use the abstracts as the basis for the technical program.

Results: A prospective author wishing to present a paper at the JSMME’06 must submit a half-page abstract prepared in an appropriate format. An effective abstract should includes following key elements: a descriptive title, the motivation and methodology of the work, a synopsis of the salient new findings, and a concise explanation relating to the results and solid conclusions. Abstract must be typed within a frame of 230mm (high)×160 (wide) mm in A4 paper. The left margin should be 30 mm wide and the right margin should be 20 mm wide. The title must be in capital letters, followed by the authors’ names and affiliations. If figures are also contained in an abstract, leaving enough space so that the capt​ion will not be confused with the text. Utmost care must be taken to insert the figures in correct alignment with the text. If possible, please include your figures as graphic images in the electronic version. For best quality the pictures should have a resolution of 300 dpi (dots per inch).

Conclusions: If you follow the foregoing, your abstract will conform to the requirements of the symposium and facilitate a problem-free publication process.
